HOW TO MAKE YOUR TREE LAST LONGER: We will cut 1” off the bottom of your tree. This will remove the dried sap and 
promote the trees drinking ability. You take the tree home and place it in a bucket of cool water. Place the tree in a shaded area and let 
it absorb the water. Check the water level each day because the tree will again seal itself when the water is gone. Leave it in the bucket 
of cool water until you are ready to take into your homes warm temperatures.   
Giving your tree a constant drink of water will keep your trees needles soft and green much longer!
